On the most recent state report card, McKinley was designated as being an "Effective" School, being the only such school to receive that distinction in Elyria.  In 2003, the sixth grade students met all 5 proficiency standards with 97% of all students passing the reading proficiency test.  It is a report card the school is very proud of.

 
McKinley was the recipient of a Comprehensive School Reform Development grant written by teachers and awarded by the Ohio State Department of Education.  This grant has enabled the staff to change their governance structure in order to focus on the academic achievement of all students.  The school has maintained professional development opportunities with the University of Dayton, Ashland University, and the Center for Leadership in Education. 

 
Last year, in cooperation with the Center for Leadership, McKinley became involved with the Center for Applied Special Technology (CAST).  CAST was begun in 1984 at Harvard University with a mission to develop and apply technologies that would expand learning for students with disabilities.  Through these efforts, the Universal Design for Learning (UDL) project was started.  UDL is the process of using a variety of tools, mainly technology, to develop differentiated instruction.
