Vermilion High School offers excellence in education.  The school received the highest rating of “Excellent” by earning all 12 points of the 2002 – 2003 Local Report Card.  In an effort to promote continuous school improvement, the high school is part of a nationally recognized school improvement initiative known as High Schools That Work or HSTW.  This network of schools offers on-going professional development opportunities to teachers and provides assistance to schools in their individualized improvement efforts.  New to Vermilion High School for the 2003 – 2004 school year is Teacher Advisor Groups (TAG).  This program, a cornerstone of the HSTW philosophy, is designed to benefit all students by giving them an additional connection to an adult in the school who provides frequent one-on-one assistance and who keeps close track of their progress.  All teachers, counselors and administrators have assumed the role of TAG advisers and meet with their small group of students on a regular basis.  They have covered topics ranging from “getting to know your school” to “focus on careers”.  The TAG program has been a successful addition to the life of the school.  Vermilion High School will continue this program in the future as it focuses on ways to meet the needs of all of its students.
