The drive ate 8:11 of the first quarter
and stretched 84 yards.

“It’s tough when your opponent
comes out and punches you right in
the face like that,” said Malbasa, who
listed the Panthers’ opening drive as
the longest he’s had in his coaching
career. “We said before the game that
one of the things we wanted to do
was put some long drives together. I
think we showed Cardinal Mooney
and anyone else who was watching
tonight that we can compete.”

The Cardinals scored three times

after the Panthers’ long drive, then
had a glitch in their momentum
when Panthers linebacker Cory
Campbell pounced on a Mooney
fumble late in the second quarter.
Nine plays later, quarterback Danny
Reaser found receiver Conor Voreis
from 12 yards out to make it 28-12 at
the half.

“I was really happy with the way
the team battled back, especially at
the end of the first half,” said Alicea,
who finished with 102 yards on 25
carries. “We feel we’re moving in the
right direction, but we still have a lot
of things to work on. If one or two
plays went our way while the game
was close, we might have gotten

back in the game and stayed with
them right until the end.”

But it was Cardinal Mooney that
scored on its first drive of the third
quarter, and added two more touch-
downs in the fourth to lock up the
victory. That didn’t stop Elyria
Catholic from piecing together
another long scoring drive in the
fourth quarter — this one spanning
16 plays, four first downs and 80
yards, and ending with a Campbell
1-yard plunge into the end zone.

“That’s a team that’s going to win a
lot of football games,” Cardinals
coach P.J. Fecko said. “They made
some big plays and their guys exe-
cuted well out there. It’s fun to com-

pete against people who want to
compete … and it’s obvious that
Elyria Catholic wants to compete at a
high level.”

On
their second drive, the Cardinals saw a
10-yard score by Ray Vinopal wiped out
due to holding, although Heard scored
on the next play. On the final drive of the
second quarter, a 29-yard touchdown
pass from Alex Zordich to Vinopal was
erased due to holding. The drive ended
when Elyria Catholic blocked A.J. Fox’s

expired.

The Shoremen converted quickly
and Elyria fumbled away its next
possession as well, setting up a third
scoring drive from only 28 yards
away.

“You get that short a field, you bet-
ter score,” said Mansnerus, who led
Avon Lake with 122 yards on the
ground and two touchdowns. “You
have to take them out early while
you can.”

“That’s what we’ve been doing for
everybody else,” said Dlugosz of

Elyria’s early turnovers. “We’ve been
giving our opponents the fumbles,
the interceptions, the penalties. It’s
about time things turned our way.

“Our kids took advantage. They
got a little surge of adrenalin when
we got those turnovers, especially on
that first kickoff.”

“We had a little attitude problem,”
Hamilton said. “We weren’t used to
being behind like that, but our kids
kept playing hard.”

Elyria managed to drive for a score
to close within 28-7 on Mike Wool-
fork’s 2-yard keeper, but Nick
Marinkov answered with a 30-yard

TD run to cap Avon Lake’s first drive
of the second half to take any doubt
out of the outcome. Both teams used
their backups for most of the fourth
quarter.

Avon Lake’s defense allowed just 34
yards on the ground and didn’t allow
Woolfork much time to pass. Mean-
while, the Shoremen rolled up 430
yards, including 314 on the ground.

“We’ve improved every week,”
Dlugosz said. “We’re always con-
cerned about our kids getting down
on themselves when we started off
0-2. We played some quality oppo-
nents and we had another one (Fri-

day). Things are starting to jell a little
bit for us.”

That’s bad news for Avon Lake’s
Southwestern Conference rivals. The
Shoremen will visit Olmsted Falls
next to open defense of their SWC
title. Elyria has a short week to pre-
pare for a very tough Mayfield squad
on Thursday at Ely Stadium.

QUICK FIX: It’s amazing what one win
can do to change the mind-set of a team
or at least one of its players. “This feels
fantastic,” said Mansnerus. “It’s step
one. We can head on, go 8-2, make the
playoffs and win conference.”
