Spencer Roule and Joe Dempsey
ganged up and stopped Lawrence
Wynn from getting in the end zone.

But EC failed to move the ball from
the shadow of its end zone, and
Hoban returned a short punt to the
EC 29.

Four plays later, Hoban had
another crack from the 1-yard-line.
This time, quarterback Dan Hinton
sneaked in for the first touchdown
with 2:53 left in the half.

“That was a great goal-line stand
by (EC),” Hoban coach Ralph Orsini
said. “They got the push they needed
and we didn’t. But on the flip side of
it, we felt we could hold them down
there and maybe get good field posi-
tion and cash in, which our guys
were able to do.

“I've seen Elyria Catholic move the
ball in that situation before, so it was
not an easy thing for us to do. But
our defense stepped up and got it
done.”

After another EC three-and-out,
Hoban took over at the 50. Aided by a
late hit penalty after an 11-yard pass
from Hinton to Ryan Ross, the
Knights moved 50 yards in nine
plays. The drive was capped by a
2-yard sneak by Hinton on fourth-
and-goal to make it 14-0 with 52 sec-
onds remaining.

Hoban caught another break
when EC quarterback Danny Reaser
fumbled two plays after gaining pos-
session. After four plays, Hoban’s
Zach Christensen knocked through a
32-yard field goal to put the Knights
up by three scores at halftime.

EC was missing linebacker Adam
Kirsch, who didn’t make the trip due
to an illness.

“That’s a blow, but you know what,
were a team,” Malbasa said. “One
guy doesn’'t hurt. Yeah, we would
have liked to have been at full
strength tonight, but that’s not an
excuse.

“You have no idea how much that
young man wanted to be here
tonight. He was crying before we left.
I'm proud of Adam, I'm proud of all
of our guys. We'll go compete against
anyone, and that’s what it's all
about.”

Hoban gained 474 yards of total
offense, 320 yards on the ground.
Wynn, who came into the game with
818 yards, finished with 154 on 21
carries. Hinton added 95 on 14
attempts.

Reaser, however, struggled to get
anything going with the passing
game. He was held to 30 yards on
3-of-12 passing in the first half and
finished 8-o0f-23 for 72 yards.

He rebounded in the third quarter
to lead a scoring drive. Keyed by an
interception and 20-yard return by
Tyler Velasquez, EC drove 41 yards in
seven plays, capped by a 16-yard
pass from Reaser to Conor Voreis on
a fourth-and-3.

That cut the lead to 24-6, but it
was too little, too late.

“I think Hoban’s speed and
strength on the edges was the
biggest thing they had,” Malbasa
said. “Their defensive end play was
outstanding, and offensively, (Wynn)
is a very good back.”

EC will host Chanel in a White
Division game next Friday.

make sure the ball is dry and if it isn’t
ask for a new ball, but a few times we
didn't get that done.”

Elyria fumbled five times, losing
possession twice, and Hudson
coughed it up a couple of times. The
difference was the Explorers man-
aged to put points on the board.

After Elyria's first drive was
stopped, senior quarterback Richie
Piekarski moved the Explorers into
Pioneer territory before the drive
stalled. On a third-and-long situa-
tion at the Elyria 33, Piekarski quick-
kicked the ball inside the 2-yard line.
Hudson stopped the Pioneers and
converted its next drive into a
23-yard field goal by Mike Ulmer
with 7:47 to play in the half.

Trynell Davis muffed the kickoff,

but after picking it up found daylight
along Elyria’s sideline all the way to
the Hudson 41 — a 47-yard return.
However, the drive stalled at the 21
and Tim Jones’ 38-yard field goal
attempt was blocked by Zack Barley.

Hudson sealed the game in the
third quarter after an Elyria fumble
set up the Explorers just 20 yards
from the goal line. Piekarski ran
around right end from 19 yards for
the score. Ulmer’s kick tacked on the
final point with 6:59 left in the quar-
ter.

Elyria was hurt by other mistakes,
too.

Devin Betts appeared to have
scored on a 37-yard run, but a hold-
ing call brought it back with 5:53 to
play in the third. On Hudson’s next
possession, Elyria’s Chase Farris
recovered a fumble at the 13-yard
line but the Pioneers failed to move
the ball and Jones’ 27-yard field-goal

attempt was blocked after the snap
was bobbled.

“My guard came around the cor-
ner,” Hamilton said of the holding
call. “He was slipping and he had to
grab a hold of a Hudson player.
That’s what sprung it. It was a good
call, but those are the things that are
frustrating as a coach.

“The first (kick) was blocked
because he got pressure up the mid-
dle. The second one, I think, (Jones)
just kicked it too low and the footing
might not have been the best, but
you have to find a way to overcome
those things.”

Davis, Farris and the rest of the
Pioneer defense played very well.
Hudson had only 139 yards of
offense and just eight first downs.
Problem was, Elyria managed just

receiving.

“I'm very proud of the way our
kids played,” Hamilton said. “Obvi-
ously I'm not proud of the result.
That’s the thing the kids have to
know. We gotta hurt. We have to hurt
when we lose. If you don't hurt when
you lose, it causes problems.

“We have to keep fighting, keep
working, keep improving.”

The Pioneers are on the road the
next two weeks, visiting Stow and
Lakewood, before wrapping up the
season at home against Twinsburg,
led by former Elyria coach Mark
Solis.

TURN UP THE VOLUME: There was no
mistaking when Hudson’s band arrived
and blared out the fight song early in the
game at Ely Stadium. It was loud and
even a little intimidating, sounding more
like a big-school collegiate band than a
high school edition.
